Next announce the Mystery of the day.
On the set of five groupings of ten beads,
announce the particular mystery for each decade (10).

Begin each decade with the ‘Our Father’ on the single bead.
Next say the ‘Hail Mary’ on each of the ten beads.
Complete each decade by saying the ‘Glory be.’

When the five mysteries are completed,
Say the Hail Holy Queen.
Conclude by making the Sign of the Cross.

The Angelus
ANGELUS. By this name is denoted the Catholic practice of honoring

Novena to the Divine Mercy of God

Preparation for the feast of Divine Mercy begins on Good Friday and
continues for nine days, completing on the first Sunday after Easter, which
Sunday is to be celebrated as the Feast of Divine Mercy.
Jesus said to Blessed Faustina, “Those souls who go to confessions and
receive Holy communion (on that day) will obtain complete remission of
sins and punishment. Let no soul fear to come to Me...”

The Novena may be said at any time throughout the year, but the
“complete remission of sins and punishment” is exclusive to Mercy
Sunday.

First Day (Friday)

Veneration of the Cross

The veiled Cross is carried to the altar accompanied by two ministers with
lighted candles.

Standing at the altar the priest takes the Cross uncovers the upper part of
it then elevates it and begins the invitation,

P. This is the wood of the Cross. A. Come let us worship.
Then the priest uncovers the right arm of the Cross lifts it up, and again
the invitation,

P. This is the wood of the Cross. A. Come let us worship.
Then the priest uncovers the left arm of the Cross lifts it up, and again the
invitation,

P. This is the wood of the Cross. A. Come let us worship.
Finally he uncovers the entire Cross lifts it up and the invitation
P. This is the wood of the Cross. A. Come let us worship.

The priest, clergy and faithful approach to venerate the Cross. They make
a simple genuflection or perform some other appropriate sign of reverence
, and then kiss the Cross.

During the veneration, the Reproaches are sung. All who have venerated
the Cross return to their places and sit.

After the veneration and reading of Lamentation, the Cross is carried to
its place at the altar, and the lighted candles are placed around the altar,
near the Cross.

Reading after the veneration of the Cross Lamentations Ch 4
How is the gold become dim, the finest color is changed, the stones of the
sanctuary are scattered in the top of every street? The noble sons of Sion,
and they that were clothed with the best gold, how are they esteemed as
earthen vessels, the work of the potter’s hands? Even the sea monsters
have drawn out the breast, they have given suck to their young, the
daughter of My people is cruel, like the ostrich in the desert.

The tongue of the sucking child has stuck to the roof of his mouth for
thirst, the little ones have asked for bread, and there was none to break it
unto them. They that were fed delicately have died in the streets, they that
were brought up in scarlet have embraced the dung. And the iniquity of the
daughter of My people is made greater than the sin of Sodom, which was
overthrown in a moment, and hands took nothing in her. Her Nazarites
were whiter than snow, purer than milk, more ruddy than the old ivory,
fairer than the sapphire. Their face is now made blacker than coals, and
they are not known in the streets, their skin has stuck to their bones, it is
withered, and is become like wood. It was better with them that were slain



by the sword, than with them that died with hunger, for these pined away
being consumed for want of the fruits of the earth.

The hands of the pitiful women have sodden their own children, they were
their meat in the destruction of the daughter of My people. The Lord has
accomplished His wrath, He has poured out His fierce anger, and He has
kindled a fire in Sion, and it has devoured the foundations thereof. The
kings of the earth, and all the inhabitants of the world would not have
believed, that the adversary, and the enemy, should enter in by the gates of
Jerusalem. For the sins of her prophets, and the iniquities of her priests,
that have shed the Blood of the Just in the midst of her. They have
wandered as blind men in the streets, they were defiled with blood, and
when they could not help walking in it, they held up their skirts.

“Depart you that are defiled,” they cried out to them: “Depart, get ye
hence, touch not,” for they quarreled, and being removed, they said among
the Gentiles: “He will no more dwell among them. The face of the Lord
has divided them, He will no more regard them, they respected not the
persons of the priests, neither had they pity on the ancient.”

While we were yet standing, our eyes failed, expecting help for us in vain,
when we looked attentively towards a nation that was not able to save. Our
steps have slipped in the way of our streets, our end draws near, our days
are fulfilled, for our end is come. Our persecutors were swifter than the
eagles of the air, they pursued us upon the mountains, they lay in wait for
us in the wilderness. The breath of our mouth, Christ the Lord, is taken in
our sins, to Whom we said: “Under Thy shadow we shall live among the
Gentiles.”

Rejoice, and be glad, O daughter of Edom, that dwells in the land of Hus,
to you also shall the cup come, you shall be made drunk, and naked. Your
iniquity is accomplished, O daughter of Sion, He will no more carry you
away into captivity. He has visited your iniquity, O daughter of Edom, He
has discovered your sins.

God, and may dread in any way to displease Him.

Mark us dear Lord, with the sign of Thy true disciples, and animate us in
all things with Thy Spirit. Amen.

First Day (Friday): The Holy Ghost. Only one thing is important, eternal
salvation. Only one thing, therefore, is to be feared - sin. Sin is the result
of ignorance, weakness, and indifference. The Holy Ghost is the Spirit of
Light, of Strength, and of Love. With His sevenfold gifts He enlightens the
mind, strengthens the will, and inflames the heart with love of God. To
ensure our salvation, we ought to invoke the Divine Spirit daily, for “the
Spirit also helps our infirmity. For, we know not what we should pray for
as we ought, but the Spirit Himself asks for us” &m 8:26).

Second Day (Saturday): The Gift of Wisdom. Embodying all the other gifts,
as charity embraces all the other virtues, Wisdom is the most perfect of the
gifts. Of Wisdom it is written: “All good things come to me together with
her, and innumerable riches through her hands” s 7:11). 1t is the gift of
Wisdom that strengthens our faith, fortifies hope, perfects charity, and
promotes the practice of virtue in the highest degree. Wisdom enlightens
the mind to discern and relish things Divine, in the appreciation of which,
earthly joys lose their savor, while the Cross of Christ yields a divine
sweetness according to the words of our Savior: “Take up the cross and
follow Me, for My yoke is sweet and My burden light” mz 11:29,30).

Third Day (Sunday): The Gift of Understanding. Understanding, as a gift
of the Holy Ghost, helps us to grasp the meaning of the truths of our holy
religion. By faith we know them, but by Understanding we learn to
appreciate and relish them. It enables us to penetrate the inner meaning of
revealed truths and through them to be quickened to newness of life. Our
faith ceases to be sterile and inactive, but inspires a mode of life that bears
eloquent testimony to the faith that is in us; “That we may walk worthy of
God, in all things pleasing; being fruitful in every good work and
increasing in the knowledge of God” (Co/ 1:10).

Fourth Day (Monday): The Gift of Counsel. The gift of Counsel endows
what must be done, especially in difficult circumstances. Counsel applies
supernatural prudence to the soul, enabling it to judge promptly and
rightly, those principles furnished by Knowledge and Understanding, to the



innumerable concrete cases that confront us in the course of our daily duty
as parents, teachers, public servants, and Christian citizens. Counsel is
supernatural common sense, a priceless treasure in the quest of salvation.
“A man of counsel will not neglect understanding” (si 32:22).

Fifth Day (Tuesday): The Gift of Fortitude. By the gift of Fortitude the
soul is strengthened against natural fear, and supported to the end in the
performance of duty. Fortitude imparts to the will an impulse and energy
which move it to undertake, without hesitancy, the most arduous tasks, to
face dangers, to trample under foot human respect, and to endure without
complaint the slow martyrdom of even lifelong tribulation. “He that shall
endure unto the end, he shall be saved” Mk 13:13).

Sixth Day (Wednesday): The Gift of Knowledge. The gift of Knowledge
enables the soul to evaluate created things at their true worth, in their
relation to God. Knowledge unmasks the pretense of creatures, reveals
their emptiness, and points out their only true purpose as instruments in the
service of God. It shows us the loving care of God even in adversity, and
directs us to glorify Him in every circumstance of life. Guided by its light,
we put first things first, and prize the friendship of God beyond all else.
“Knowledge is a fountain of life to him that possesses it” (Pr 16:22).

Seventh Day (Thursday): The Gift of Piety. The gift of Piety begets in our
hearts a filial affection for God as our most loving Father. He who is filled
with the gift of Piety, finds the practice of his religion not a burdensome
duty, but a delightful service. “A man of understanding is faithful to the
law of God, and the law is faithful to him ¢si 33:3).

Eighth Day (Friday): The Gift of Fear. The gift of Fear fills us with a
sovereign respect for God, and makes us dread nothing so much as to
offend Him by sin. It is a fear that arises, not from the thought of hell, but
from sentiments of reverence and filial submission to our Heavenly Father.
It is this fear that is the beginning of wisdom, detaching us from worldly
pleasures that could in any way separate us from God. “They that fear the
Lord, will prepare their hearts, and in His sight will sanctify their souls”
(Si 2:20).

Ninth Day (Saturday): The Fruits of the Holy Ghost. The gifts of the Holy
Ghost perfect the supernatural virtues by enabling us to practice them with
greater docility to Divine inspiration. As we grow in the knowledge and
love of God under the direction of the Holy Ghost, our service becomes
more sincere and generous, the practice of virtue, become perfect. Such
acts of virtue leave the heart filled with joy and consolation and are known




as Fruits of the Holy Ghost, which are; “charity, joy, peace, patience,
kindness, goodness, trustfulness, mildness, faith, modesty, continency,
chastity” (Ga 5:22,23). These Fruits in turn render the practice of virtue more
attractive and become a powerful incentive for still greater efforts in the
service of God, Whom we serve, Who is to reign.

(Hb 9:28). Jesus never sinned (2Co 5:21), and so only those who believe in
Him, and who are baptized in Him, and whose sins are forgiven in the
Holy Sacrament of Confessions, can receive Him in the Holy Eucharist,
and thus be transformed from corruption into incorruption, and this change
can only come by worthily and continuously receiving Jesus in Holy
Eucharist. Only then can Christ appear in these, who are without sin.
